	Aim of course
	The aim of this course is to provide an in-depth exploration of the ideas associated with non-formal teaching, and how to embed the pedagogical approach of community music practice into the classroom through improvisatory and compositional group music making.  
The course will: 
· Recap the key principles of non-formal teaching pedagogy
· Contain a practical session on moving non-formal teaching forward, focussing on the pedagogical approach developed by the Guildhall School of Music and Drama’s ‘Connect’ initiative
· Contain a practical session on composition and songwriting, linked with Musical Futures work
· Feature a discussion/Q&A session, focussing on how this can work in practice in a music department 
This course refers to projects and approaches featured in the ‘non-formal teaching’ section of Musical Futures: An Approach to Teaching and Learning.
