· You experience the processes though which popular musicians learn.  

· You listen to a recording of your chosen piece, and are able to aurally identify some of the key elements of the musical texture, expression and structure.  

· You are then able to recreate some of these key elements but sometimes need more care with making sure that your part fits with and supports the overall group performance.  

· You are able to use your understanding of some of the key elements of the musical style to improve your work.  

In at the Deep End – level descriptors

Level 5
· You experience the processes though which popular musicians learn.  

· You listen analytically to a recording of your chosen piece, and are able to aurally identify the key elements of the musical texture, expression and structure.  

· You are then able to recreate the majority of these key elements making adjustments so that your part fits with and supports the overall group performance.  

· You are able to use your understanding of some of the key elements of the musical style to improve your work and make it more stylistically appropriate.

In at the Deep End – level descriptors

Level 6

· You understand the processes though which popular musicians learn, and understand the difference between this and other musical learning processes. 

· You listen analytically to a recording of your chosen piece, and are able to aurally identify the key elements of the musical texture, expression and structure.  

· You are then able to recreate these key elements making subtle adjustments so that your part fits with and supports the overall group performance.  

· You are able to use your understanding of the key elements of the musical style to improve your work and make it more stylistically appropriate.

In at the Deep End – level descriptors

Level 7
· You are very comfortable with the processes by which popular musicians learn, and are able to share your expertise with others and take on a leadership role throughout the process.  

· You can listen analytically to a recording of your chosen piece and are able to aurally identify the key elements of the musical texture, expression and structure for many of the layers in the music and can support others on a range of instrumental parts during the rehearsal process.  

· You can make your work be stylistically appropriate, but can also add creative ideas of your own to add to the effect of your performance.
